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Confirmation 

Confirmation is one of the three sacraments of initiation. In the Latin Rite (Roman) Catholic Church, this 
sacrament is typically received during adolescence. Upon receiving it (if it is the final sacrament of 
initiation), one is considered a Catholic in full communion with the Church. 
 
Confirmation invokes the fullness of the Holy Spirit upon each candidate, asking God to bring to 
completion the good work that He started in them in baptism  and also bestowing upon them the seven giŌs 
of the Holy Spirit, to aid them in being witnesses to the beauty, truth, and goodness of Christ and His Church. 
 
Confirmation is meant to be a launching point in the lives of those who receive it – to propel them to live 
their Catholic faith as a faithful witness to the hope that is in them (1 Pet. 3:15). Through the Holy Spirit, the 
confirmandi are sent forth to be Christ to and for others, living lives of virtue, service, and love.
